Grant proposals are reviewed on a competitive basis using the following criteria:
· Quality of the humanities and artistic content of the proposed project. 
· Clarity of the proposal and project design. 
· Ability to reach a broad public audience including members of the disability community. 
· Realistic funding and implementation plans including articulation of the value of the initiative. 
Applications will be strengthened if issues of accessibility and inclusivity are addressed.
Application Narrative
Provide clear, specific responses, addressed sequentially and numbered. The project description is the central element of the grant request. Responses cannot exceed three pages total. Please do not use type fonts below 12 point. You may type directly into this form which will expand as you write Provide a detailed description of the project. (Is it an event, an exhibit, a panel discussion?  What is the central component of the project?).


1. Describe both the arts and the humanities elements of the project. What public programs are planned as part of the initiative?


2. Who will carry out the project?  Please name the key personnel and organizational partners.


3. How will the project be publicized to ensure the broadest community involvement and exposure?


4. What will be the end product/goal of this project and when will it be completed?  (Applicants may create a time-line.) Describe plans for evaluating the project.


5. Why is this project important to the organization, co-sponsors (if any), and community?  How will the success of the project be assessed?
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
