Artists in Maine Communities

Review Criteria

Grant proposals are reviewed on a competitive basis using the following criteria:

· Clear articulation of the project including attainable goals. Ability to critically define the details of the project and its background.

· High level of artistic quality and merit including the involvement of professional artists within a community setting. This should be demonstrated by accompanying web samples.

· Demonstration that the project is innovative. If applying for an ongoing project, clear demonstration of what makes the current year’s activities different or fresh.

· Depth and quality of the interaction with and benefit to the community as defined by the applicant.

· Quality of the planning process, including a timeline, used to involve local residents, artists, and key members of local organizations.

Projects involving only one artist or projects that have been funded by the Artist in Maine Communities program in the past may be less competitive. Permanent museum installations are not eligible for funding.

Applications will be strengthened if issues of address accessibility and inclusivity.

Application Narrative
Provide clear, specific responses, addressed sequentially and numbered. The project description is the central element of the grant request. Responses can not exceed four pages total. Please do not use type fonts below 12 point. You may type directly into this form which will expand as you write.
1. Describe your project with clear, obtainable goals. Clearly define the details and the project’s background

2. What are the anticipated outcomes? Provide a timeline.
3. List the Maine artists involved. Describe their role in presenting a community program of high artistic quality. Provide URL links showing the work of artists that will be involved in your project

4. Describe how the program is innovative. If it is an ongoing project what new aspects have been added for this year? 

5. Describe how the project partners were involved in the planning for this initiative. What will their roles be in implementing the project?
6. Describe what community means in the context of this proposal. Community of locale? Community of common interest? Other?

7. Document the benefits for the community, whether you are defining your community as your town, a school district, an artist collaborative, etc. Does this project fits a larger community vision and if so, how?
8. Describe a plan for evaluating the project.
